1. Introduction

On December 11, 2024, a round table meeting was convened from 10:00 to 16:00. Participants
representing diverse stakeholders in the fields of social work, public health, and civil society shared
their experiences and expertise. The meeting was structured in two main blocks. The first focused on
Norwegian approaches — including civil society engagement, service provision for sex workers, and
the legal framework surrounding prostitution — while the second block addressed issues within the
Czech context, ranging from local challenges in sex work and online monitoring to research on the
experiences of young people involved in selling sexual services.

2. Block | — Norwegian Contributions
2.1 Civic Engagement and PION

A presentation detailed the work of PION, an organization deeply involved in harm reduction and
advocacy for sex workers’ rights in Norway. Key messages included:

e Collaboration & Outreach: The organization has historically partnered with the gay
movement and drug user groups to reach out to female sex workers and related communities.
They distributed condoms, lubricants, and provided vital HIV/AIDS information.

e Dual Role: PION functions both as a harm reduction service and a political pressure group,
aiming to improve the legal situation of sex workers while also offering direct support.

¢ Funding & Grants: The presentation emphasized that PION’s work is financed largely
through governmental grants received from bodies such as the Directorate of Health, justice
authorities, and state legal aid organizations.

2.2 Service Provision — Pro Sentret

The Pro Sentret presentation showcased Norway’s comprehensive service center for sex workers.
Main highlights were:

e Multi-Disciplinary Support: Pro Sentret provides a range of services including a health clinic
(offering STI testing, vaccinations, and gynecological examinations), legal assistance, social
work, and drop-in support.

¢ Inclusive Service Environment: The center caters to individuals of all genders and
backgrounds, even those with substance use issues or mental health challenges.

e Practical and Social Support: In addition to essential services (food, communication tools,
sanitary facilities), the center also emphasizes community building, social gatherings, and
educational outreach, thereby reinforcing resilience among its users.

2.3 Legal Framework: Prostitution in the Norwegian Context

A legal presentation provided an overview of the relevant sections of the Norwegian Penal Code
dealing with prostitution. The key elements included:

e Regulation of Prostitution: The Penal Code outlines clear responsibilities and penalties for
those involved in facilitating, promoting, or engaging in prostitution. Specific sections — such

as Section 315 (control and facilitation), Section 316 (purchase of sexual services), and
Section 309 (purchase of sexual services from minors) — were discussed in detail.

o Clarifications on Legal Interpretations: The presentation underscored that the absence of a
work permit does not, by itself, justify punitive measures like expulsion.

o Broad Regulatory Environment: Additional legal provisions concerning public indecency,
human trafficking, and disturbances of public order were mentioned as part of the
comprehensive regulatory framework.

3. Block Il - Czech Context Contributions
3.1 Local Stakeholder Perspectives

An initial contribution (Client.pdf) — though its detailed text was brief — reflected local perspectives on
the challenges and evolving practices within the Czech environment. This input set the tone for
subsequent discussions on the specific issues affecting Czech sex work and public debate.

3.2 Prostitution Among Minors

A dedicated presentation focused on the sensitive topic of prostitution among minors within the Czech
context. Although details of the text were presented in the file, the key messages highlighted include:

e Vulnerability of Young People: Discussion of the complex social, psychological, and
economic factors that increase the risk for minors.

o Legislative and Protective Measures: The need for focused policies to protect minors and
ensure that exploitation is prevented while providing adequate support for those affected.

3.3 R-R Basic Presentation

Another presentation introduced the R-R project, which discussed foundational aspects and current
challenges in social work practice concerning sex work. Topics included:

o Theoretical Frameworks: Basic principles underpinning support strategies and harm
reduction measures in the Czech environment.

e Operational Challenges: How service providers address issues such as the lack of
comprehensive training and the difficulties in engaging with clients who face multiple
vulnerabilities.

3.4 Youth Perspectives — “Teenagers are cool”

This English-titled presentation offered insights into youth culture and sexual self-expression. Key
points included:

o Reframing Youth Identity: Challenging common stigmas about teenage sexuality and
emphasizing the importance of safe and respectful exploration of sexual identity.

o Digital Era Dynamics: How online platforms have become a critical medium for youth
engagement in selling sexual services or negotiating their identity, and the implications these
trends have on safety and regulation

3.5 Online Monitoring and Changes in Sex Work
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Veronika Bilkova’s contribution (Veronika_online na kulatej stul.pdf) provided a firsthand account from
a social worker in the JihoCesky region discussing:

o Evolution of the Market: A description of the dramatic shift from traditional offline methods to
online platforms for advertising sex services.

o Impact of Regulatory Changes: Reference to a key regulatory intervention in October 2023
(NCOZ) which led to a major migration of online advertising from previously dominant
websites to newer platforms like “amatéfi.com”.

e Service Innovations: Despite challenges such as anonymity and acceptance of digital
contact, her team has distinguished se by offering both social and health services—a rarity in
the Czech context.

3.6 Research Findings on Young People’s Experiences in Norway

A comprehensive research survey (vyzkum CS.pdf) offered an in-depth look at the experiences of
young people who engaged in selling sexual services before reaching the legal age. Some of the
detailed findings included:

e Demographic Breakdown: Out of 190 respondents, the survey recorded 139 women, 24
men, and 13 individuals identifying as non-binary.

e Motivational Factors: High percentages indicated economic need (69%), as well as
emotional factors such as seeking intimacy, exploration, or even pressure from clients. Other
factors included the pursuit of material benefits and, in some cases, the lack of adequate
sexual education.

e Modes of Communication: The survey highlighted that Snapchat, dating apps, and
Instagram were among the most popular platforms for initial contact.

o Barriers to Seeking Help: Many young people experienced stigma, shame, or a lack of trust
in the available support systems, which hindered them from accessing professional help.

¢ Reflective Outcomes: A significant portion expressed regret and negative emotional
consequences, while a smaller group noted positive or transformative aspects.

4. Conclusion and Next Steps

The meeting successfully juxtaposed the practices and challenges in two different regulatory and
social environments. In Norway, robust institutional support and clear legal frameworks enable a dual
approach of service provision and political advocacy. Conversely, the Czech presentations revealed
significant challenges such as fragmented online practices, evolving local dynamics, and the pressing
need for more nuanced public policies — especially around issues concerning minors and vulnerable
youth.

Participants agreed to pursue further dialogue and to consider collaborative projects that would
support knowledge exchange between the two contexts. The rich diversity of perspectives points to
the need for ongoing research, policy adaptation, and enhanced direct support for both sex workers
and young people navigating these complex arenas.

Ceska verze
1. Uvod

Dne 11. prosince 2024 se v obdobi od 10:00 do 16:00 uskute¢nil kulaty stul, kde se sesli zastupci z
riznych oblasti — socialni prace, vefejného zdravotnictvi i ob&anské spole¢nosti — aby sdileli své
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zkusenosti a znalosti. Setkani bylo rozdéleno do dvou hlavnich blokud. Prvni blok se zaméfil na
pristupy v Norsku, kde byly prezentovany zkuSenosti s obanskou angazovanosti, poskytovanim
sluZzeb pro sexworkerky a pravnim ramcem regulace prostituce. Druhy blok se vénoval ceskému
kontextu, pficemz mezi tématy byly mimo jiné lokalni problémy v oblasti sexualni prace, online
monitoring a vyzkumy zkusenosti mladych lidi v souvislosti s prodejem sexualnich sluzZeb.

2. Blok | — Prispévky z Norska
2.1 Obéanska angazovanost a PION

Prezentace organizace PION pfedstavila jejich dlouholetou praxi v oblasti harm reduction a advokacie
prav sexworker(. Klicova sdéleni zahrnovala:

e Spoluprace a oslovovani cilovych skupin: PION uzce spolupracoval napfiklad s gay
komunitou a skupinami uzivateld drog pfi oslovovani pfedevs§im Zenskych sexworkeru, véetné
distribuce kondomd, lubrikantt a poskytovani informaci o HIV/AIDS.

¢ Dvoji role organizace: PION pusobi jako nastroj snizovani $§kod a zaroven jako politicka
tlakova skupina, ktera usiluje o zlepSeni pravni situace sexworkeru.

¢ Financovani a granty: Organizace je finanéné podporovana prevazné z dota¢nich programu
vydélenych ze strany zdravotnictvi, spravedinosti a statni pravni pomoci.

2.2 Pro Sentret — Centrum sluzeb pro sexworkerky

Dalsi prezentace, zamérena na Pro Sentret, pfiblizila fungovani jednoho z norskych sluzebnich center
pro sexworkerky. Hlavni body byly:

o Komplexni pfistup ke sluzbam: Pro Sentret nabizi multisektorovou podporu — zdravotni pédi
(testovani na STI, o€kovani, gynekologicka vysetfeni), pravni poradenstvi, socialni podporu i
drop-in centrum.

¢ Inkluzivni prostredi: Centrum je uréeno pro klienty vSech genderovych identit a socialnich
vrstev, v€etné& té&ch, ktefi maji problémy se zavislostmi ¢i duSevnim zdravim.

e Prakticka i komunitni pomoc: Kromé zakladnich sluzeb, jako je zajisténi jidla,
komunikacénich prostfedk(i a hygienickych potfeb, se poskytuje i podpora pfi budovani
komunity, pofadani spoleCenskych setkani ¢i vzdélavacich aktivit.

2.3 Pravni ramec — Prostituce v norském legislativnhim kontextu
Pravni prezentace se zameéfila na norské ustanoveni upravujici prostituci. Dalezité body zahrnovaly:

o Regulace prostituce: Norsky trestni zakonik stanovi podminky a sankce za podporu,
facilitaci €i inzerovani prostituce. Diskutovany byly konkrétni paragrafy, napfiklad §315 (fizeni
a facilitace), §316 (nakup sexualnich sluzeb dospélych) a §309 (nakup sexualnich sluzeb od
nezletilych).

e Vyklad pravnich ustanoveni: Bylo zdiraznéno, Ze absence pracovniho povoleni sama o
sobé neni divodem pro nucené opatreni ¢i vyhosténi.

o Komplexni pravni prostredi: Soucasti prezentace bylo také zminéno Sir§i spektrum
souvisejicich zakonnych ustanoveni — v€etné regulaci vefejné nevhodného chovani,
obchodovani s lidmi a ruSeni vefejného poradku.

3. Blok Il - Prispévky o ceském kontextu

3.1 Perspektiva mistnich zi€astnénych
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Z prispévku z “Client.pdf’ vyplynulo, Ze mistni aktéfi Celi specifickym problémuim a zkuSenostem v
oblasti Ceské sexualni prace. | kdyz se text pfispévku zmifioval pouze okrajoveé, slouZil jako uvod k
dalSim diskuzim v této €asti setkani.

3.2 Prostituce mladistvych

Prezentace s nazvem “Prostituce mladistvych.pdf’ se vénovala citlivému tématu prostituce nezletilych
v Ceském prostfedi. Hlavni sdéleni zahrnovala:

¢ Rizikovost a zranitelnost mladych lidi: Byly poukazany na slozité socialni, psychologické a
ekonomické faktory, které zvySuiji riziko zapojeni nezletilych do sexualnich sluzeb.

¢ Nutnost legislativnich a preventivnich opatieni: Zduraznila se potfeba cilenych intervenci
a ochrannych opatfeni, ktera by minimalizovala rizika spojena s touto problematikou.

3.3 Zakladni prezentace projektu R-R

Prezentace “R-R_zakladni prezentace.pdf’ shrnula kli€ové principy a aktudlni vyzvy, kterym Celi
pracovnici socialnich sluZzeb v oblasti sexualni prace. Mezi hlavni body patfilo:

o Teoretické ramce podpory: Diskuze o zakladnich principech, které jsou zakladem pro
efektivni praci s klienty a harm reduction strategie.

o Praktické potize: Upozornéni na nedostatek adekvatniho Skoleni a slozitosti pfi navazovani
kontaktu s klienty, ktefi ¢asto Celi fadé socialnich rizik.

3.4 Perspektiva mladeze — “Teenagers are cool”

Anglicky nazvana prezentace “Teenagers are cool.pdf’ nabidla pohled na mladistvou subkulturu a
sexualni sebevyjadfeni. Hlavni mySlenky zahrnovaly:

¢ Prehodnoceni stereotyplti: Prezentace vyzyvala ke zméné pfistupu ke stigmatu spojenému s
mladezi a sexualitou, a podtrhovala vyznam bezpe&ného a respektujiciho pfistupu k
prozkoumavani vlastni identity.

o Digitalizace kontaktt: Bylo diskutovano, jak digitalni prostfedi ovliviiuje formy komunikace a
obchodovani s sexualnimi sluzbami.

3.5 Online monitoring a zmény na trhu

Prispévek Veroniky Bilkové (Veronika_online na kulatej stul.pdf) pfinesl osobni zkuSenost socialni
pracovnice z JihoCeského kraje. Klicova sdéleni zahrnovala:

e Posun v inzertnich metodach: Detaily o tom, jak se tradi¢ni metody inzerce (napf. tisténé
inzeraty Ci propojené webové stranky) ustupuji digitalizaci a online platformam.

e Dopad zasahu NCOZ: V fijnu 2023 doslo k uzavieni nékolika dominantnich web, coz vedlo
k pfesunu inzerce na alternativni platformy (napf. amatéfi.com) a vzniku novych
profesionalnéjSich ¢i amatérskych stranek.

o Specificky pristup tymu: Zddraznéna byla jedine¢nost jejich tymu, ktery kromé bézné
komunikace prostfednictvim online kanald nabizi i socidlni a zdravotni sluzby — coZ je v CR
zfidka k vidéni.

3.6 Vyzkumné zjisténi — zkusenosti mladych v Norsku
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Prezentace “vyzkum CS.pdf” shrnula vysledky rozsahlého priizkumu zkuSenosti mladych lidi, ktefi se
pred dosaZenim zakonné dospélosti angaZovali v prodeji sexualnich sluzeb. Hlavni zjisténi
zahrnovala:

o Demograficka struktura: Prizkum zahrnoval 190 respondent(i — 139 Zen, 24 muzd a 13
osob, které se identifikovaly jako nebinarni.

¢ Motivacni faktory: Respondenti uvadéli ekonomické potreby (69 %), touhu po emocionalni
intimité ¢i sebezkoumani a také pocit tlaku ze strany zadavatelu.

o Digitalni prostredi: Mezi nejpouzivanéjsi komunikacni nastroje patfily Snapchat,
seznamovaci aplikace a Instagram, stejné jako specializované escortni weby.

e Prekazky v hledani pomoci: Mnozi mladi lidé popisovali pocit studu ¢i nedvéry vaci
dostupnym podpornym systémim, cozZ vyrazné branilo efektivni pomoci.

o Retrospektivni hodnoceni: Vyzkum ukazal, ze zna¢na ¢ast respondent hodnoti své
zkuSenosti negativné, pficemz mensi procento vidi uréité pozitivni aspekty ¢i osobni
transformaci.

4. Zavér a dalsi kroky

Celkové diskuze ukazaly kontrast mezi norskym a ¢eskym prostiedim. V Norsku je patrna podpora
prostfednictvim stabilnich grantovych mechanismu a jasné vymezeného pravniho ramce, coz
umozfiuje kombinaci sluZzebni podpory a politické advokacie. Na ¢eské strané se zdlrazriuji zejména
problémy spojené s digitalizaci inzerce, nedostateénou integraci podplrnych sluzeb a nutnosti
cilen&jSich opatieni k ochrané mladistvych a zranitelnych skupin.

Ugastnici se shodli na potfebé dal$iho dialogu a navazani spoluprace na mezinarodni Grovni, aby
doslo ke sdileni osvéd&enych postupu, adaptaci politik a posileni pfimé podpory jak pro sexworkerky,
tak i pro mladé lidi orientujici se v této slozité oblasti.
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English Version
1. Introduction

On January 21, 2025, a round table meeting was held in Oslo. The session brought together
professionals from the fields of social work and public health to discuss current projects and the
challenges of engaging with a rapidly digitalizing environment. Unlike the previous meeting — which
predominantly focused on organizational introductions and case studies from fieldwork — this session
was dedicated to evaluating the issues concerning minors and online spaces.

2. Opening Session

e Meet & Greet with Pro Sentret:
The meeting commenced with introductions of representatives from the organization Pro
Sentret. They outlined their multidisciplinary services for sex workers, emphasizing their
integrated support spanning health, legal, and social work aspects.

3. Project Presentation

e Presentation of “ROZKOS bez RIZIKA”:
For the benefit of new participants, a project presentation was delivered detailing the activities
of the organization ROZKOS bez RIZIKA. The presentation (see ) offered an overview of their
methodologies, project goals, and the operational framework adopted to support vulnerable
groups.

4. Campaign Preparation: The Second Block

e Campaign Development by Pavel Ubrankowicz:
During the second part of the meeting, practical work on the preparation of a campaign was
initiated. Pavel Ubrankowicz presented the foundational ideas, including proposed visuals and
key themes. His presentation provided clear starting points for a campaign aimed at
addressing issues in the online space, with a particular focus on minors.

o The campaign’s details and concept visuals were documented in the campaign
presentation (see ).

e Discussion on Visuals and Themes:
After the presentation, an extensive discussion took place centering on the visuals and
thematic proposals. Participants exchanged ideas on the optimal design elements and
messages to be conveyed in the campaign.

5. Group Discussion: Online Context and Minors

e Focus on Online Platforms:
A significant portion of the session was devoted to evaluating the specific risks of the digital
environment. Participants discussed:

o The various portals used by clients for offering paid sexual and erotic services,
including both internationally oriented sites and local platforms controlled by single
operators.

o The evolution in client behavior—from traditional, contact-based sex work toward the
sale of erotic content (e.g., photographs, reselling items).

e Minors and Vulnerabilities:
The discussion highlighted that in the online space, minors face different risks compared to
traditional settings. Key points included:

o The role of financial hardship as a motivator for minors encountered in fieldwork.
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o The influence of media-driven misinformation and the pervasive promotion of erotic
content on unregulated platforms.
o Additional details on the complexities surrounding minors selling sexual services were
also referenced in a dedicated presentation (see ).
e Prevention as the Preferred Approach:
Participants reached a consensus that a thorough and proactive prevention approach is far
more effective than post-event problem solving. The importance of collaboration with partners
holding similar practical experience was underlined.

6. Conclusion and Observations

o Similar Capacities Across Countries:
It was noted that the scope and possibilities of social work interventions in Norway and the
Czech Republic are comparable in many respects.

e Preventive Health Services Issue:
A noteworthy concern was raised regarding the underfunding and relative undervaluation of
preventive health services in the Czech Republic, which calls for a significant scale-up of
these initiatives.

e Next Steps:
Participants agreed to continue collaboration, share best practices, and refine the campaign
strategies further with an eye toward tailored online interventions and robust prevention
measures.

1. Uvod

Dne 21. 1. 2025 se v Oslu uskutecCnilo setkani u kulatého stolu, kde se sesli odbornici z oblasti
socialni prace a vefejného zdravotnictvi. Cilem setkani bylo predstavit aktualni projekty a diskutovat o
vyzvach plynoucich z digitalizace, pfiCemz hlavni pozornost byla vénovana problematice nezletilych v
online prostoru. Na rozdil od pfedchoziho kulatého stolu, kde pfevladalo pfedstavovani organizaci a
kazuistiky z terénu, se tento setkani soustfedilo na zhodnoceni rizik a pfipravu preventivnich opatreni.

Setkani bylo zahajeno seznamenim s pracovniky organizace Pro Sentret, ktefi pfedstavili své
komplexni sluzby pro sexworkerky. Byly zdlraznény jejich integrované podp(irné aktivity v
oblasti zdravotni, pravni i socialni péce.

3. Prezentace projektu

e Prezentace éinnosti organizace ROZKOS bez RIZIKA:
V ramci pfedstaveni pro nové ucastniky byla pfedstavena €innost a metodologie organizace
ROZKOS bez RIZIKA. Prezentace (viz ) shrnovala cile projektu, pouzivané postupy a pistupy
k podpofe ohrozenych skupin.

4. Priprava kampané — Druhy blok

o Prispévek Pavla Ubrankowicze — Navrh kampané:
V praktické ¢asti setkani se zacalo pracovat na pfipravé kampané. Pavel Ubrankowicz
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predstavil zakladni vychodiska kampané, navrhy vizual( a klicova témata. Jeho navrh slouzil
jako podklad pro diskuzi o strategiich, které by mély zaujmout zejména cilovou skupinu v
online prostiedi.

o Detailni navrhy kampané a vizualni koncepty jsou zdokumentovany v prezentaci (viz

Po prezentaci nasledovala diskuze, ve které se u€astnici podélili o své nazory na navrhované
vizualy a kliCova sdéleni kampané.

Vyznamnou &4st setkani tvofila diskuze o portalech, které nasi klienti vyuzivaji k nabizeni
placenych sexualnich a erotickych sluzeb. Probirali jsme:
o Jaké platformy s mezinarodnim i lokalnim dosahem pouzivaji klienti, pfi€¢emz mnohé
lokalni portaly patfi pod jednoho provozovatele.
o Posun od tradi¢ni kontaktni sexualni prace k prodeji erotického obsahu, napfiklad
fotografii ¢i pfeprodeji predmét(.
Rizika a zranitelnost nezletilych:
Diskutovalo se také o specifickych rizicich, kterym Celi nezletilé osoby v online prostoru.
Klicova témata zahrnovala:
o Finanéni tisen, kterou Casto fesi nezletili, s nimiz se setkavame v terénu.
o Vliv dezinformaci a masmédii, které propaguji eroticky obsah, jez mGze mit negativni
dopad na miadistvé.
o Specifické detaily a kontext problematiky byly rovnéz prezentovany v materialu
vénovaném tématu prodejl sexualnich sluzeb nezletilymi.
Prevence jako kli€ové opatieni:
Ugastnici se shodli, Ze dikladna prevence je efektivngjsi nez nasledné feseni vzniklych
problému, a ocenili vyznam partnerstvi s organizacemi, které maji s touto problematikou
bohaté zkuSenosti.
